CHINESE LANGUAGE SCHOOL
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The schools are aimed at 5 ¢ 17 years old and are taught in Cantonese or Mandarin. All teachers are Training College
qualified and experienced. The location and fees of the schools are as follows:

New pupils can enroll at any time during the year, and in the middle of a term.

Adult Classes at Mt Eden
There are two classes this year each for Cantonese and Mandarin. They are run at 1 New North Road, Mt Eden from 7.30 ¢
9.30 every Wednesday or Thursday for 10 weeks. The object of the Cantonese and Mandarin classes are to teach fluency in
the spoken language, using the English phonetic system. It is a very practical course, with emphasis on speaking and
conversation. We do not teach the reading and writing of Chinese characters.
1. Cantonese Classes

(a) Beginners Class. No previous lessons in Cantonese. Wednesday class.

(b) Intermediate Class. Already have a basic understanding of Cantonese. Thursday class.
2. Mandarin Classes

(a) Intermediate Class Already have a basic understanding of Mandarin. Wednesday class.

(b) Advance Class. Already have a good understanding of Mandarin. Thursday class.

New students can commence in any class at any time during the term. Free parking is available at the rear of our building
basement car park.
